Brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 
A letter was forwarded to me this past week written by Thomas 
J. Olmsted, Bishop of Phoenix on exhorting Catholic men in his 
diocese to step up and be spiritual leaders. He asks that òMen, 
do not hesitate to engage in the battle that is raging around you, 
the battle that is wounding our children and families, the battle 
that is distorting the dignity of both women and men. This battle 
is often hidden, but the battle is real. It is primarily spiritual, but it 
is progressively killing the remaining Christian ethos in our society 
and culture, and even in our own homes.ó Bishop Olmsted goes on 
to say that òOne of the key reasons that the Church is faltering 
under the attacks of Satan is that many Catholic men have not 
been willing to òstep into the breachó ð to fill this gap that lies 
open and vulnerable to further attack.ó  
 
Bishop Olmsted goes on to express that òA large number of men 
have left the faith, and many who remain òCatholicó practice the 
faith timidly and are only minimally committed to passing the 
faith on to their children.ó This òcalling forth to mission is for every 
willing man: priests and deacons, husbands, fathers and sons, 
grandfathers and widowers, young men in preparation for your 
vocation ð that is, each and every man.ó Some of the points that 
Bishop Olmsted makes as a solution for our faltering social situa-
tion is: ò1- that there is no other solution apart from the Gospel 
of Jesus. 2- It is urgent that we heed Jesusõ call and to let Him 
form our mind and heart with the light of the Gospel for the pur-
pose of being sent. 3- The complementarity of masculinity and 
femininity is key to understanding how human persons image 
God. Without knowing and appreciating this, we cannot know 
ourselves or our mission as men, nor can women embrace their 
own vocations. Simply put, our identity is caught up in the identity 
of the eternal Son of God. This identity is received at our bap-
tism. When we speak of conversion, we are speaking about an 
acceptance of and growth into this identity.ó

read.
